Subject:       A video story of 90-seconds to 2-minutes in length, related to your semester health topic                                                                                                               Material:     Video footage, motion graphics, ambient sound, music, and two-three sound bites of no more than 20 seconds in length total from an interview. You will shoot the video and record sound with video cameras, smart phones, tripods and lavalier microphones. You are not allowed to use sound effects or professional video footage from the internet.                                                                                                                      Style:           Video narrative                                                                                   Grading:     You will be graded on five parts, including the story opening and close, organization and smoothness of the narrative, quality of video, accuracy and clarity of text, and integration of your sound bites with music, ambient sound and other components of the video. 
Shooting and Editing the Video 

1.Choose a health subject related to your semester topic and create a video of 1½-2-minutes in length. I suggest you develop an image and sound strategy and create a optional storyboard for planning your video. Be sure to source all data used in the video on your website. The narrative of the video should have a beginning, a developing middle, and an end. 
Shoot the video, capture ambient sound, and record an interview with an expert or person relevant to your video topic. You will be able to borrow the needed equipment—video cameras, tripods and lavalier microphones--from the Woodruff Music and Media Library for three days at a time; I urge you to complete the video, ambient sound and the interview as close together as possible so that you won’t have to reborrow equipment. Plan your project early and do not leave this until the end of the semester. Remember: the rough draft of your video is due Monday, April 22.
You will use either a video camera or your smart phone for this project in conjunction with a tripod and lavalier microphone. The cameras, tripods and lavalier mics are available through the Woodruff Music and Media Library and can be booked ahead of time. We also have three kits with tripods, clips and lavalier mics that can be used with your smart phones on reserve for our class in the library; because they are on reserve, you cannot book them ahead of time, although you can call ahead to check availability. Do not use your smart phone without a tripod.  
2. Using your own video footage, motion graphics, ambient sound, music and two-three sound bites from your interview (no more than 20 seconds total), edit your video into a 1 1/2-2-minute story that relates necessary information about your topic and tells a story. Integrate effectively ambient sound and music. Do not use sound effects or professional footage from the Internet. You may edit on iMovie or another video editing software. For music, take the clips from Creative Commons, https://creativecommons.org/ or Free Music Archive, http://freemusicarchive.org. If you need assistance, student tutors are available to work with you in the Media Lab on the Woodruff Library fourth floor. It is open noon-8 p.m. Monday-Thursday and noon-5 p.m. Friday.
