Audio podcast                                                                                   Grading:     You will be graded on your interview, your host discussion, your script written in broadcast style, and peer assessments of the hosts. 
The Assignment                                                                                                            Jad Abumrad and Robert Krulwich, the hosts of Radiolab, have pioneered this style of podcast and developed it into a radio format that combines interviews, stories, sound, music and host chitchat. Radiolab has become the most popular and longest running podcast today. 
1. With your partner, decide on a topic for your podcast and your guest expert interviewee. I suggest you complete one long interview, but you may do two or three shorter interviews, if the topic calls for it. By the end of the class on Wednesday, March 6, submit a 200-word story pitch about your podcast.

2. Plan the interview purpose and questions and make an appointment for the interview/interviews. Record an interview of approximately 45 minutes in length, and then decide which sound bites you will use.
3. Plan and write a rough draft script for your multi-host narration and then record it in the student recording studio in Woodruff Library. Bring a flash drive for downloading your narration audio file or plan to save it in your Emory Box. Make an appointment to use the studio for 45 minutes for this recording session. In order to use the studio, you will need to complete an online tutorial and make an appointment, http://it.emory.edu/studentdigitallife/study_production_spaces/student-production-studio/index.html The studio hours are 10 a.m.-5:30 p.m. Monday-Friday. 
4. In audio editing software, mix segments from the interview and narration and weave in music and sound to create an 6-8-minute podcast. You may use sound and music to illustrate stories and accentuate your points.
